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Bliss Littler is in his eighth year as a
Head Coach and General Manager in the
United States Hockey League, and his
first with the Omaha Lancers.

Littler has won the USHL Anderson
Cup regular season championship once, and has coached
and won more Playoff games than any other coach in the
ultra-competitive West Division over the past five seasons
alone.

Before coming to the USHL, Littler won three regular
season championships, five playoff championships, and
earned four national tournament appearances with the
Billings Bulls of the NAHL.

Heavy involvement with USA Hockey and its programs
has been a focus of Littler's during his coaching career. The
Minot, N.D., native served as the head coach once and as an
assistant coach three times for the National Junior Team
participating in the Viking Cup. He has also coached at USA
Hockey Select Player Development Camps on a number of
occasions. Littler was also selected to coach at the National
Junior Camp.

Littler played hockey and attended college at the
University of Wisconsin-River Falls. He resides in
Omaha with his wife Gretchen and children, Cade and Grace.
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Doug Johnson enters his first season as
assistant coach for the Lancers. After a brief
absence from hockey, Johnson spent the second
half of the 2007-08 season under Lancers’ head
coach Bliss Littler as one of the Tri-City Storm’s
assistant coaches.

Born and raised in Bracken, Saskatchewan,

Johnson began his junior hockey career in

Nipawin in the Saskatchewan Junior Hockey League. For his final
year of juniors, he moved to the NAHL to play for and captain the
Billings Bulls.

After leaving Billings, Johnson spent the next six seasons in
pro hockey with stints in Fresno, Calif.; Binghamton, N.Y.; Lake
Charles, La.; Odessa, Texas and Austin, Texas.

Johnson began his coaching career as an assistant coach
with the Billings Bulls, and was promoted to head coach for the
2005-06 season. He moved to the Central Hockey League for
the 2006-07 season, and became the head coach for the Odessa
Jackalopes after starting the campaign as an assistant.

Johnson has been involved with USA Hockey, coaching on
various occasions at the Select 17 Development Camps, as well
as assisted at the Rocky Mountain District Player Development
Camp.

Johnson is single, and resides in Omaha, NE.
